Public Safety and Gas Department Building

Parking


There are 25 to 30 parking spaces with one parallel space designated accessible by a small symbol of accessibility on the pavement.  The space is 9’ wide with clear space but no striped access aisle adjacent.


ADAAG:
Parking lots with 26-50 total parking spaces require two accessible spaces minimum, with one being a van accessible space (208.2).  Signs identifying accessible parking spaces shall be 60” minimum above the ground surface (502.6).  Access aisles shall be marked so as to discourage parking in them (502.3.3).

Exterior Path of Travel


There are ramps to both entrances but the entrance to Public Safety has a sign directing people to the Gas Department entrance, which is designated accessible.  The ramp to the Gas Department has a 1:10 to 1:12 sloped ramp, then a landing with a 1:36 slope, then a shorter ramp with a 1:7 to 1:8 slope.  There is a handrail on one side that is 32” above the ramp surface and no edge protection.


ADAAG:
Ramp runs shall have a running slope not steeper than 1:12 (405.2).  Landings shall be level with slopes not steeper than 1:48 (405.7).  Ramp runs with a rise greater than 6” shall have handrails on both sides 34” to 38” above the ramp surface (405.8).  Edge protection shall be provided on each side of ramp runs and each side of ramp landings (405.9).

Interior Path of Travel


Interior doors have doorknobs for operating devices.  Signage does not include Braille and raised characters.  There are two steps to the break room in the Public Safety area.


ADAAG:
Operable parts shall be operable with one hand and shall not require tight grasping, pinching, or twisting of the wrist (309.4).  Signs identifying permanent rooms and space shall have raised characters that are duplicated in Braille (216.2).

Restrooms


The Gas Department restrooms are not designed, or equipped, for accessibility.  The Public Safety restrooms have 31” wide door openings with 9” and 5” of maneuvering space to the latch pull side of the doors when exiting.  They have one toilet stall that is 36” wide by 72” deep with parallel grab bars 24” and 36” long.  Mirrors are 50” above the floor.


ADAAG:
Where toilet rooms are provided in new construction, each common use restroom shall be accessible (213.2).  Door openings shall provide a clear width of 32” minimum (404.2.3).  A front approach requires a minimum of 18” to the latch; pull side of doors (404.2.4).  Wheelchair accessible toilet compartments shall be 60” wide minimum with grab bars provided on the rear wall and on the sidewall closest to the water closet (604.8.1).  Mirrors shall be installed with the bottom edge of the reflecting surface 40” maximum above the floor (603.3).
