Old Business:

Ordinance No. 08-3472, second reading, to approve bids for the replacement of a metal roof on a storage hangar at the Lebanon Municipal Airport, Project No. CL-08018, by Chuck Boyett, City/Utilities Engineer.
Motion was made by Councilor Hayes, seconded by Councilor Warmath, to pass said Ordinance on second reading.  Motion carried unanimously.  Ordinance was read and passed on second reading.

Ordinance No. 08-3476, second reading, to approve the bidding for the development of Phase III, Section A, of the Cedar City Trail, by Jeff Baines, Commissioner of Public Works.
Motion was made by Councilor Buhler, seconded by Councilor Huddleston, to pass said Ordinance on second reading.  
Councilor Farmer thanked Commissioner Baines for providing a map of the trail.  Councilor Farmer asked Commissioner Baines how the Phase III trail gets back over to the other side from where it is now.  Commissioner Baines stated it comes down by the north side of the creek by the Sellars Funeral Home, and there will be a pedestrian bridge over the creek to connect at the existing trail at the by-pass which will be road level.  In other words, it separates a few feet from the bridge, parallel to it, and then ties back in over by the Jennings Motor Company and then goes under the by-pass to the existing trail.  

Councilor Buhler asked if the bid for this was around $500,000.  Commissioner Baines replied it was right at $588,000.  This will leave $12,000 available in the grant; which can either go for extending the trail to the Mill, or down Greenwood towards West Main.  Councilor Buhler asked how long the grant would be available; he doesn’t want to lose the grant monies.  Commissioner Baines said it has already held four years and we need to move on it, so he will probably come back to the Council after the first of next year to see which way they would like to extend the trail.  Commissioner Baines believes we are in good shape as far as time left on the trail grant; they are not going to let the grant run out.  

Councilor Farmer asked how much the bridge costs.   Commissioner Baines replied it was probably well over $100,000 worth of project.  Councilor Farmer wondered if they could not have used the present highway bridge.  Commissioner Baines responded that Staff had discussed it; but, the State wouldn’t talk to us about it.  Councilor Warmath interjected the State wouldn’t even put a sidewalk on the three-lane that they let us have when we widened the by-pass.  Commissioner Baines advised it best to keep pedestrian and vehicle traffic separate.

Councilor Warmath pointed out if we start talking about pedestrian and walk-able areas and neighborhoods--then we should also discuss bicycle areas as well.  

Motion carried unanimously.  Ordinance was read and passed on second reading.
